I. Megas- 
great, large, big

Examples:

megaphone

(phone-sound)-device for making a sound larger (louder)

megalith

(lithos-stone) huge rock (such as those in Stonehenge)

megalomania 
(mania-craze) crazy person with delusions of grandeur or greatness

megalophonous 
(phone-sound) having a big or loud sound or voice

megameter 

a million meters

megatons 

a million tons

II. Demos- 
the people, the citizens

Examples:

democracy 

(kratos-power) people power

demotic 

pertaining to the people; popular

demography 
(graph-write, draw) draw charts of information about people – where they live, etc.

demophile 

(philia-love) friend of the people

demophobe 

(phobos-fear) one who fears the people

epidemic 

(epi-upon) a plague on the people; disease spread among citizens
