I. Thermos- 
heat

Examples:

thermal 

relating to heat

thermos bottle 
insulated bottle which keeps the contents hot or cold

thermometer 
(metron-measure) device for measuring heat

thermogenic 
(genos-orgin) causing or originating heat (generating) heat

thermotropic 
(tropos-turn) turning toward heat

thermoplastic 
(plastos-shape, mold) can be molded or formed when heated

II. Zoon- 
animal

zoo 


a zoological park or collection of animals

zoology 

(logos-word, study) study of animals

protozoon 

(protos-first) earliest form of one-celled animal life on earth

cenozoic 

(kainos-recent) recent animal period

mesozoic 

(meso-middle) middle animal period

paleozoic 

(paleo-early, archaic) early animal period (many fossils)

proterozoic
 
(protero-earlier) earlier animal (few fossils; worms)

archeozoic 

(arch-beginning) beginning animal period (carbon traces but no fossils)
