I. Pro - 
for, before, forward, in place of 

Examples:

profess 

(fateor, fassus sum–admit, reveal) – to admit that one is an expert

professional 

one who claims to be an expert 

problem 

(ballein [Gr.]–throw) anything thrown forward to be worked on, or solved

proboscis 

(boskein [Gr.]–feed, graze) – trunk or snout for grazing

prologue 

(logos [Gr.]–words before beginning a play or book

proclaim 

(clamo, clamatum–shout) – announce, cry out, publish

proceed 

(cedo, cessurus–move, yield) – move forward

pronoun 
(nomen–name) – word that stands for a noun (I, you, he, she, it, we they, etc.) 

II. Prae – 
before, in front of

Examples:

predict 

(dico, dictum–say) – say beforehand, foretell

preamble 

(ambulo, ambulatum – walk) – that which goes before

precaution 

(caveo, cautum–to be on guard) – being on guard beforehand

precursor 

(curro, cursum–run) – one who runs ahead

prefer 

(fero, latum–bear, carry) – carry to a forward position or rank

pregnant 

(gigno, genitum-bring forth) – condition before birth

prejudice 

(judicium-judgment) – make judgment beforehand
