I. Caput/capitis – 
head

Examples:

caput 


“off with his head”

capital 

top of a column; head, chief or foundation money

capitalism 

system where the “head money” makes money

captain 

head of a group of soldiers

capitulate 

to surrender unconditionally, or to give up resistance
recapitulate 

(re–again) – to review or summarize the main points of a speech or debate
cabbage 

vegetable “head”

II. Digitus – 

finger, toe, inch

Examples:

digit 
finger, numerals from 0 to 9, unit of measure the width of a finger (3/4 of an inch)

digital computer 
a computer which uses numerals to mean whole numbers and decimal 

fractions

digitalis 

the “foxglove” plant from which heart medicine is made

prestidigitation 
(praesto–at hand, prompt) – a fast-fingered or sleight-of-hand performance of magic or of card tricks
