I.     Phil/Philia- 
love, friendship
Examples:

philosophy 
study of truth or principles underlying all knowledge, system for guiding life, from Phil (love) and Soph (wisdom)

anglophile 


one who greatly admires or favors England and things in English

philately 
the collecting, arranging, and study of postage stamps, stamped envelopes, etc.,; from Philos (loving) and Ateleia (exemption from tax)

Related words: 

philology, philanthropy, bibliophile, Philadelphia, philharmonic, philter

II. 
Phon- 


sound (Phone)
Examples:

symphony 
an elaborate musical composition for an orchestra; from Syn (together) and Phon (sound)

phonetics 


science dealing with speech sounds and the art of pronunciation

cacophony 


harsh sound, discord; from Kak (bad) and Phon (sound)

Related words: 
telephone, euphony, phonograph, saxophone, xylophone, phonic, gramophone, Dictaphone

III. Soph- 

wisdom
Example:

sophomore 
student the second year of high school or college; from Soph (wise) and Mor (foolish, fool)

sophism 


a clever but misleading argument; from Soph (wise)  

philosophy 
study of the truth of principles of underlying all knowledge, system for guiding life; from Phil (love) and Soph (wisdom)

sophistry, sophisticated, Sophist
