I.
Tele- 
far, operating at a distance

Examples:

telephone 
means for transmitting sound by electricity; from Tele (operating at a distance) and Phon (sound)

telescope 
an instrument for making distant objects appear nearer and larger; from Tele (far) and Skop (to view)

telepathy 
communication of one mind with another by means beyond what is normal; from Tele (far) and Pathos (feeling)

II.  
THE-  
God, god

Examples:

monotheism  
belief that there is only one God; from Mono (one) and The (God, god)

theology  
doctrines concerning God and His relations to man and the universe, the study of divine things or religious truths; from The (God, god) and Log (word, study, science)

enthusiastic 
full or eager interest and zeal; from enthusiasms (to be inspired or possessed by the god)

III. SPECT-
to see

Examples:

spectacles
anything presented to the sight or view, especially an impressive or unusual sight; eye glasses

spectator
a person who looks on or watches; onlooker; observer; member of the audience
inspection
the act of inspecting or viewing, especially doing so carefully or critically
