Dendron- tree

Examples:


rhododendron 
(rhodos-rose, red) - evergreen shrub with large flowers

dendrophile
 
(philia-love) -  lover of trees

dendrometer 
(metron-measure) instrument for measuring the height and diameter of trees

dendrolite 

(lithos-stone) -  petrified or fossil trees

dendriform
  
(forma-form, shape) having the shape of a tree

dendrology 

the natural history of trees

dendroid 

resembling a tree in appearance

II. 
Pathos- 
feeling suffering


Examples:

pathos 

dramatic device to cause pity, sympathy, or sorrow

pathetic 

marked by suffering or sorrow

pathometer
 
(metron-measure) -  measures feeling; a lie detector

apathy 

(a-not) -  not feeling; lack of feeling

antipathy 

(anti-against) -  feeling against

sympathy 

(syn-together) -  to feel what another feels

telepathy 

(tele-far away) -  knowing how someone far away feels

pathology 
the scientific study of the nature of diseases, their causes, symptoms, progress, and results

Vis- 

see

Examples:

visual 
of or pertaining to seeing or sight (adj.); devices or materials involving the sense of sight (noun)

vision 
the act or power of sensing with the eyes; sight the act or power of anticipating that which will or may come to be

revise 


to amend or alter (verb)

invisible 

not visible; not perceptible by the eye

visor 
the projecting front brim of a cap; a rigid adjustable flap on an automobile windshield that can shield the eyes of a driver from direct sunlight or glare

What to study for your Greek roots quiz?
